Q & A Regarding Wood Cabinetry Care ~ 
Discolored Floor Tiles
*Customer questions as answered in a past issue of CC, LLC’s CC Destinations magazine’s Livability column

Q

I love my wood cabinets, how should I care for them?

Country Coach owners can take great pride in their 
beautiful, artisan-crafted solid wood cabinetry. Many 
people tend to over-care for their wood, in fact. This 
causes buildup. It is easy to care for wood with regular 
dusting and a wipe down with a damp cloth. Oil the 
cabinets twice a year with natural wood oil (not a spray 
cleaning solvent). For stains, make a baking soda paste 
and gently run the stain out. There are various ways to 
treat scratches depending on the depth of the scratch. 
Walnut meat filling or wax wood crayons are good for 
deep scratches while oil and a fine pumice stone should 
take care of smaller marks. When storing the coach for 
lengthy periods of time it is recommended that you 
place a couple of water buckets inside the coach to 
hydrate your wood.  

What do I do with these discolored floor tiles? Can they 
be replaced?

The tile can be replaced if damaged but it’s great to 
make sure the discoloration is permanent before you 
decide to replace the discolored tile. Sometimes the 
discoloration is simply a buildup and not porcelain 
discoloration. Your porcelain floor tile is very dense and 
can appear discolored due to chemical buildup. The best 
way to clean porcelain tile is to use mjld detergent and 
no chemicals such as 409. Chemical stays on top of the 
surface and attracts dirt and dust which causes it to look 
discolored. These spots can be stripped with a Magic 
Eraser or a sponge to bring the color back to your tile.
